We had a bad break last week on our plans for a new food service area we will call the “Top Spin Grill”. We did not know we needed a

building permit to build a storage room and thus we did not get one. When we asked to turn the storage room into a kitchen, we learned that
we have to go to a public hearing to operate our own kitchen. The fact that food has been served 30 feet away from our proposed new
kitchen makes no difference—we must engage in a public hearing before we can serve food on our property????

The hearing will be on August 23rd and once that obstacle is behind us, we hope to work overtime to meet our target date of September
30th, to begin serving HEALTHY food, prepared in our own kitchen. I hope some of you will attend the hearing to support our request, as
the board will always listen to Laguna Niguel residents who VOTE.
