I have had MANY questions about our building programs and I will try to give a brief status on both of these programs.  Out top priority is
the new food service that we expect to have available in mid-December and in full operation by January first. Our attempt to buy the T-
House fell thru in April and we hired an architect to design a new food service facility. We were limited by the health department
requirements and decided to put a kitchen behind court 5/6 and add outside seating near the Tee House, on the viewing deck and inside of
the existing lobby. This will give us plenty of seating, with great views and a combo of inside and outside seating. We expect to have a
final building permit in early October and expect to serve food and drinks in early December. We have been working on permits for six
months and we should be approved by early October. We will be losing our opportunity to purchase at the TEE house on October first, but
we will have some wrapped sandwiches, salads, drinks and snacks at the front desk, until we get our kitchen open. We will work hard to
provide a menu at competitive prices that will make most of you happy. We will be offering draft beer, bottled beer and wine, as soon as
we open. When we have food service with beer and wine for sale, we will have to follow ABC rules#CAREFULLY-- and that means we
cannot allow members to bring their own food or alcohol to the club while we are open and selling food or alcohol. We are working on
rules pertaining to $bring your own% and we will publish these rules once they are final. We welcome your thoughts on this, but please do
not ask us to violate our ABC license. To support the new food and alcohol service, we will need more lobby space and thus we will finish
the entry and move the pro shop to the new space. We will install a new front desk with in the new entry. The added space in the lobby area
will allow us to move the key management people who deal with members daily to the existing lobby area. and
will soon have their office in the lobby, near where the front desk is located today. This improves communication and hopefully service to
ALL members. The added social space in the lobby and front desk area will help us increase our social activities. We have been limited in
social space for years and the new entry space, the new front desk and the new pro shop will improve our ability to provide the service our
members WANT.  Our objective is to INCREASE THE VALUE OF MEMBERSHIP IN LNRC/TCMB. We hope these changes in your
club facilities will accomplish this objective.
