As many of you know, we have been working on providing an online reservations system for you to
schedule courts or request a match. After many months of working on the system, we are excited to
roll it out to all the members. The goal of the system is to allow you to reserve courts or request a
match without the need to call and potentially be on hold, while waiting to talk with a court director.
This will not only be more efficient for you, but it will free up the court directors to work on filling
matches, instead of taking the reservation. The success of this new advancement will depend on you,
the member, using it to book your courts, check your schedule, and request a match. So let’s get
started!! On page 6 of this newsletter, you will see a sheet explaining exactly how to use the system.
There are two main things you need to know which are explained in detail on the information sheet.
These two things are E-match and E-schedule. E-match is used for requesting a match that the
court directors will fill for you. E-schedule is used when you have all the needed players for your
match, two for singles or 4 for doubles. If using E-schedule, you MUST enter all the names for your
match and have communicated with those players that you are signing them up to play. Please read
the information and try the system before calling for help, but if you have any problems, please call
Eric, Tina or Taryn to help you navigate the new system. If you would like a quick demo on how to
use the system, Eric will be holding demonstrations on how to use the software Tuesday nights,
during the month of April, from5:30-6:30.
