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Note from the General Manager
Online Court Reservations
We are pleased that so many members are using the online services we are
using at RCI. We also realize that with this change, many of you have
experienced some problems and others think it is the best thing since sliced
bread. As we see more members using this service, we have also found some
problems resulting from this use. One of the problems is members using e-
match when they should be using e-schedule. Let me explain. E-schedule is
to be used when you have a completed match that will not require any help

from the court directors. You simply reserve a court and fill in the members that you will be playing with.
E-match is used when you want help from the court directors to fill a match. The problem we are having is
that some members are reserving a court through e-schedule without having a completed match. This
allows them to guarantee themselves a court, which at a later time they cancel if they can’t find players or
they call the court directors to fill the match, which now puts them in front of members in the e-mail
section. We realize that from time to time, matches you arrange will fall apart and you might need our help
for a forth, which is fine, but it has become obvious that some are gaming the system to guarantee a court
and then expecting us to help them fill the match, while other members that booked through e-match end
up without a match. We are now keeping track of members who book matches through e-schedule and
expect us to fill these matches. If the problem persists, we will not only not fill the match, but we will use
the court for players waiting on e-match, as this is only fair. Please understand that the club and its
programs from reservations to challenge courts work best when you the members follow the rules, that
make it as fair as we can for the entire membership.
